I. GENERAL COMMENTS:

A. EIl Cajon Police Department as a whole, and the holding areas, are well-maintained.

B. Records were easily accessible and reasonably organized, though some records had to be
printed out to complete the files.

C. Secure holds of minors are most likely to occur whenever numerous minors are brought in at the
same time and safety is of concern, or with serious charges and aggressive behavior.

D. Record-keeping continues to be problematic, although some documentation issues are minor,

both over-reporting and under-reporting to the State occurred during four months in 2023.

a. In both January and April 2023, non-secure holds were double counted and secure holds
were reported that did not occur (i.e., there were a total of four non-secure holds in January
and April — and no secure holds in either month, yet El Cajon reported to the State that there
were four non-secure and four secure holds in each month — doubling the actual number of
minors seen at the facility, as well as reporting secure holds that did not occur).

b. One month was not reported to the State, and it appears that the missing month was October.
October was also the month with the largest number of minors held at the station: a total of
17 non-secure holds and six secure holds, which apparently were not reported to the State.



c. In December 2023, no youth were reported to the State but there were eight youth
documented on non-secure holds.

d. Two youth on non-secure holds in October 2023 were listed on the September logs but the
September report to the State correctly listed the total number of youth for that month (i.e., five
non-secure holds, no secure holds and no holds over six hours).

e. One youth in October was arrested for cannabis possession and public intoxication but there
were no details about whether the youth was checked, or medically cleared, by EMTs. The
youth was released to a family member after an hour and half.

f.  One youth charged with assault and rape in November was listed on a non-secure hold for 5
hours and 59 minutes. Discussed with Supervising Officer as it raises concerns about
accurate reporting.

g. While EI Cajon PD now includes both secure and non-secure logs in the same file for each
month, there were minor problems noted: 1) blank (or missing) monthly reports to the Board of
State and Community Corrections forms placed in the file, so it was necessary to have them
printed out and placed in the files; and 2) incorrect release codes used: documenting release
code 2 instead of 1 code for youth released to family members.

RECOMMENDATIONS (if any):

A. The Juvenile Justice Commission recommends that El Cajon PD continue with training efforts
to improve documentation on the logs.

B. The Juvenile Justice Commission recommends that El Cajon continue to work on improving
their monthly reporting and oversight over their records, ensuring that each month has
complete and accurate documentation. The facility is to correct information misreported to the
State.

C. The Juvenile Justice Commission recommends continued training of officers on intoxication
procedures with minors, as well as documentation of efforts to ensure youth are medically
clear. We recognize that cannabis intoxication does not have the gold standard assessments
associated with alcohol (i.e., blood alcohol levels in DUI arrests) but request that IB continue
to look for appropriate trainings, be alert for any health concerns that might arise among youth
who have ingested alcohol and/or other substances and take steps for appropriate medical
assessments as needed.
