GENERAL COMMENTS:

Coronado Police Department has a nice, well-run facility that can accommodate juveniles when
necessary, but most of their juvenile work is done in the field, calling parents on the spot, etc.
Officers are familiar with juvenile procedures. They have made the required sign, but see
recommendation below.

Only one incident of secure detention which lasted three minutes. Officer who brought youth into
the station did not realize detainee was a minor. Once the arresting officer arrived at station,
youth was immediately moved out of cell.

Juvenile officer expressed a desire to see more community service program options for youth in
their diversion program.

RECOMMENDATIONS (if any):

Coronado PD has made their own sign regarding juvenile procedures, but it would be optimal for
the Commission to provide a standard sign to all lock up facilities in the County.
